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1 Some examples of correspondence that are not published include letters where the ICANN addressee is just a
cc, and where the letter was provided to ICANN with an expectation of confidentiality. Other Defined
Conditions for Nondlisclosure under the DIDP would also be considered in making a decision to not publish.

2 Aresponse may not be appropriate in certain instances, such as
when an incoming letter is a response to a letter from ICANN.
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
