1. Introduccioén

La Corporacién para la Asignacién de Nombres y Nameros en Internet (ICANN) logré un hito
significativo con el inicio del Programa de Subvenciones de la ICANN tras un proceso de
multiples partes interesadas exhaustivo y transparente. Este nuevo programa es una
oportunidad para que las organizaciones elegibles de todo el mundo soliciten financiacion para
proyectos que sean coherentes con la mision de la ICANN y estén alineados con los objetivos
del Programa de Subvenciones de la ICANN. Este programa esta disefiado para contribuir al
ecosistema de Internet y, al mismo tiempo, tener un impacto positivo en las personas de todo el
mundo mediante la inversién en soluciones creativas e innovadoras que promuevan la vision de
la ICANN de una Internet Unica, abierta y globalmente interoperable.

Acerca de la ICANN y su mision

La mision de la ICANN es ayudar a garantizar la operacion estable y segura de los sistemas de
identificadores unicos de Internet. Para contactar a otra persona en Internet, debemos ingresar
una direccion —un nombre o un nimero— en nuestra computadora u otro dispositivo. Esa
direccién debe ser Unica para que las computadoras puedan localizarse unas a otras. La
ICANN ayuda a coordinar y brindar soporte a estos identificadores Unicos en todo el mundo. La
ICANN fue creada en 1998 como una corporaciéon de bien publico y sin fines de lucro con una
comunidad integrada por participantes de todo el mundo.

Propésito de la Guia para el Solicitante

La Guia para el Solicitante del Programa de Subvenciones proporciona a los posibles
solicitantes recursos e informacién sobre como presentar solicitudes para el programa. La
informacién presentada en esta guia se actualizara conforme a los préximos ciclos de
subvenciones y reflejara todos los cambios que surjan a partir de la revision del primer ciclo.

2. Resumen del Programa de Subvenciones de la
ICANN

i. Historia del programa

El programa se financia con los ingresos recibidos de las subastas de ultimo recurso utilizadas
como mecanismo para resolver la competencia entre solicitudes idénticas o similares en el
Programa de Nuevos Dominios Genéricos de Alto Nivel (gTLD) de 2012. Los ingresos netos de
las subastas ascendian a USD 217 millones? al 30 de junio de 2023 y estan separados del
presupuesto operativo general de la ICANN.

El Grupo de Trabajo Intercomunitario sobre Ingresos Obtenidos mediante Subastas de Nuevos
gTLD (CCWG-AP), formado en enero de 2017, se encarg6 de desarrollar una propuesta para

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un mecanismo de asignacién de los ingresos generados por esas subastas de Ultimo recurso
en el marco del Programa de Nuevos gTLD. EI CCWG-AP presento su Informe Final a la Junta
Directiva de la ICANN para su consideracion en septiembre de 2020, tras su revision por parte
de las organizaciones estatutarias del CCWG-AP. El Informe Final incluyé 12 recomendaciones
para consideracion de la Junta Directiva, junto con pautas para la implementacion y materiales
relacionados. El ambito de trabajo del CCWG-AP se centrd en los procesos de distribucion de
los ingresos obtenidos mediante subastas, no en la aprobacién de usos o proyectos especificos
para su asignacioén. En junio de 2022, la Junta Directiva de la ICANN adopté las
recomendaciones.

ii. Enunciacion del problema

La importancia de Internet para los sistemas econémico, social y politico del mundo se esta
incrementando con la expansion de su base de usuarios, su contenido y sus aplicaciones. La
conectividad a Internet sigue acelerandose en todo el mundo. Este crecimiento trae consigo
mayores presiones sobre la confiabilidad, estabilidad y seguridad del Sistema de Nombres de
Dominio (DNS) e Internet.

El crecimiento futuro de Internet incluird la rdpida evolucién de tecnologias emergentes,
modelos empresariales y amenazas a la seguridad que presentan nuevos desafios cada dia. A
medida que aumenta la cantidad de dispositivos conectados a Internet, es fundamental que los
sistemas de identificadores Unicos de Internet sigan sirviendo a una base de usuarios global
mas amplia y diversa. Por ejemplo, a pesar de que la penetracion global de Internet alcanza al
66 por ciento de la poblacion mundial, las barreras linglisticas limitan su utilizacion por parte de
comunidades en todo el mundo.

A medida gue Internet crece, también crece la necesidad de contar con redes y sistemas que
sean resilientes y sostenibles, a la vez que responden a las demandas cambiantes de sus
usuarios. Ampliar el uso y el acceso, mejorar el rendimiento y la interoperabilidad, y fomentar la
participacion y la capacidad de las partes interesadas garantizara que Internet siga
desempefiando su funcién fundamental en el desarrollo de nuestro mundo para las
generaciones venideras.

iii. Declaraciéon de objetivos del programa

La ICANN aboga por una Internet (inica, abierta e interoperable a escala mundial que permita a
miles de millones de usuarios de todo el mundo conectarse entre si; realizar actividades
empresariales; acceder a informacion, servicios y educacion; y compartir ideas. La libre
circulacion de la informacion es fundamental para el desarrollo y la vitalidad de cualquier
sociedad.

La ICANN es la organizacion que custodia los sistemas de identificadores Unicos de Internet de
manera independiente y confiable, involucrando a las multiples partes interesadas. Su mision
es garantizar la operacion estable y segura de estos sistemas. El programa se concibe como
un mecanismo para financiar proyectos que fomenten, faciliten y apoyen la misién de la ICANN
y su vision de una Internet Unica, abierta e interoperable a escala mundial.

Las iniciativas que financiara el programa incluyen las que respalden la mision de la ICANN
mediante las siguientes acciones:
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e Fomento del desarrollo, la distribucién y la evolucion de los servicios y sistemas que
sostienen a los sistemas de identificadores Unicos de Internet.
Desarrollo de capacidades
Fomento del desarrollo, la innovacion y las normas abiertas en beneficio de la
comunidad de Internet.

e Contribucion a la diversidad, la participacion y la inclusion en todas las comunidades de
partes interesadas y regiones geograficas.

iv. Temas de proyectos que podran recibir financiacion

Los proyectos propuestos deben abordar al menos uno de los siguientes temas y areas de
trabajo asociadas al primer ciclo de subvenciones.

Tema 1: Los sistemas de identificadores Unicos de Internet

La financiacion bajo este tema se destinara a los proyectos centrados en una o mas de las
siguientes &reas de trabajo:

e Apoyo al desarrollo de normas en relacién con los sistemas de identificadores Unicos
de Internet

e Apoyo ala usabilidad y sostenibilidad a largo plazo del DNS

e [Fortalecimiento de la seguridad y estabilidad de los sistemas de identificadores Unicos
de Internet

e Mejora de la Aceptacion Universal para garantizar sistemas verdaderamente
multilinglies y digitalmente inclusivos

e Promocién de proyectos innovadores que amplien el uso de los sistemas de
identificadores Unicos de Internet

e Mejora del funcionamiento de los sistemas de identificadores unicos de Internet

Tema 2: Una Internet unificada

La financiacion bajo este tema se destinara a los proyectos centrados en una o mas de las
siguientes &reas de trabajo:

e Avanzar en el trabajo relacionado con el acceso abierto a Internet

e Mejorar la interoperabilidad de Internet para hacer frente a contingencias inesperadas,
incluidas aquellas que puedan excluir a determinadas comunidades del DNS global.

e Mejorar laresiliencia y la sostenibilidad de Internet a nivel local, nacional o mundial.

Temas generales: consideraciones adicionales con respecto al disefio del proyecto
Ademas, los solicitantes deberan considerar los dos temas subyacentes que se indican a
continuacion en el disefio de sus proyectos y el Panel Independiente para la Evaluaciéon de
Solicitudes los considerara a la hora de evaluar los proyectos:

e Diversidad, participacion e inclusion de poblaciones subatendidas
e Impacto y resultados que puedan sostenerse mediante el desarrollo de capacidades

A efectos del programa, el término "poblaciones subatendidas” se refiere a aquellas
poblaciones que encuentran obstaculos para acceder a los mecanismos, servicios o
herramientas que los identificadores Unicos de Internet habilitan. Puede tratarse de personas
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de una determinada comunidad, pais, region geogréfica, minoria u otro grupo que comparta
una caracteristica especifica.

v. Impacto y resultados previstos

La ICANN espera que la financiacion de proyectos alineados con los temas y areas descritos
anteriormente se traduzca en una mayor confiabilidad, estabilidad, interoperabilidad y
seguridad de Internet y de sus sistemas de identificadores Unicos. Estos resultados previstos
daran lugar a una base de usuarios mas amplia y diversa, con mayor capacidad para seguir
desarrollando y mejorando Internet en todo el mundo.

3. Elementos clave del primer ciclo

Los siguientes elementos clave se refieren a aspectos fundamentales del primer ciclo de
subvenciones. Los ciclos posteriores se implementaran tras una revision del ciclo anterior, lo
cual puede dar lugar a cambios en elementos clave del programa y actualizaciones en la
orientacion para los solicitantes.

Financiacién disponible para el primer ciclo:
El importe total disponible para subvenciones en este primer ciclo es de USD 10 millones.

Importes minimos y maximos para las solicitudes de subvenciones:
Se pueden presentar solicitudes para subvenciones de entre USD 50.000 y 500.000.

Duracién maxima del proyecto:
La duracion maxima del proyecto es de 24 meses.

Fecha de inicio del proyecto:
Los proyectos deben comenzar dentro de los 60 dias posteriores a la firma del acuerdo de
subvenciones.

Periodo para la presentaciéon de solicitudes:

El plazo para presentar las solicitudes se abre en el portal del Programa de Subvenciones el 25
de marzo de 2024 a las 15:00 UTC y se cierra el 24 de mayo de 2024 a las 20:00 UTC.

Cantidad de subvenciones por solicitante:

Los solicitantes pueden presentar tantas solicitudes como deseen y pueden colaborar con otros
solicitantes en presentaciones adicionales. Sin embargo, los solicitantes solo podran recibir
financiacion para un proyecto y no seran elegibles para recibir varias subvenciones en un
mismo ciclo, ya sea en caracter de solicitantes o colaboradores. Los solicitantes deben indicar
su preferencia de financiacion al presentar sus solicitudes.

4. Admisibilidad y elegibilidad

La ICANN es una corporacion de beneficio pablico y sin animo de lucro. Esta constituida con
fines benéficos y publicos segun la Ley de Corporaciones Publicas Benéficas sin Fines de
Lucro del Estado de California. Como tal, debe cumplir normativas especificas en relacion con
las actividades de otorgamiento de subvenciones.

Todas las solicitudes se deben presentar en idioma inglés y deben cumplir con los criterios de
admisibilidad y elegibilidad, los cuales se verificardn mediante una revision administrativa.
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i. Admisibilidad de solicitudes

Los solicitantes deben revisar todos los criterios cuidadosamente para asegurarse de que las
solicitudes se completen y presenten puntualmente, acompafiadas de todos los anexos
obligatorios.

Las solicitudes deben cumplir con los siguientes requisitos:

Presentarse a través de la plataforma para la presentacion de solicitudes en linea
Presentarse antes del 24 de mayo de 2024 a las 20:00 UTC

Presentarse en idioma inglés (EN)

Incluir todos los anexos obligatorios segun las instrucciones que figuran en la lista de
verificacion de la Seccion 11

Solicitar una subvencion entre USD 50.000 y 500.000

Proponer un proyecto con una duracion de 24 meses 0 menos

ii. Elegibilidad de los solicitantes
Todos los solicitantes elegibles deben cumplir con los siguientes requisitos:

e Ser unaorganizacién benéfica
o Los solicitantes dentro de los Estados Unidos deben tener una designacion en la

categoria 501(c)(3) por parte de la Autoridad Fiscal de los Estados Unidos (IRS).
o Los solicitantes fuera de los Estados Unidos deben ser organizaciones con fines
benéficos y aportar documentacion estatutaria y contable pertinente, a solicitud
de la ICANN, para confirmar un estatus equivalente a la categoria 501(c)(3) de
los Estados Unidos.
o En la Seccidn 4(iii) se puede consultar mas informacion sobre cémo obtener una
designacion de equivalencia.

e Apoyar el cumplimiento por parte de ICANN de las leyes, normas y reglamentos
estadounidenses pertinentes

o La ICANN debe cumplir con el programa de sanciones econdmicas y
comerciales administrado por la Oficina de Control de Activos Extranjeros
("OFAC") del Departamento del Tesoro de los Estados Unidos. Estas sanciones
se han impuesto a determinados paises, asi como a personas y entidades que
figuran en la Lista de Ciudadanos Especialmente Designados y Personas
Bloqueadas (la "Lista de SDN") de la OFAC.

o La ICANN tiene prohibido suministrar la mayoria de los bienes o servicios a
residentes de paises sancionados o a sus entidades gubernamentales o a SDN
sin una autorizacion o exencion aplicable del gobierno estadounidense.

o Porlo general, la ICANN no solicitara una licencia para suministrar bienes o
servicios a una persona o entidad incluida en la lista de SDN. En el pasado,
cuando se le solicitd a la ICANN gue prestara servicios a personas o entidades
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gue no sean SDN, pero que sean residentes de paises sancionados, la ICANN
solicité y se le otorgaron licencias segun fuese necesario. Sin embargo, la
ICANN no esté obligada a procurar dichas licencias y, en cualquier caso, la
OFAC podria decidir no conceder la licencia solicitada o podria no obtenérsela
con tiempo suficiente para su consideracion dentro del ciclo de subvenciones
actual.

e No tener conflictos de interés

o

Los solicitantes (y otras organizaciones incluidas en la propuesta) no deben
tener ningun conflicto de interés real, potencial o percibido con la ICANN o su
entidad filial,Identificadores Técnicos Publicos, ni tampoco con cualquier
proveedor anunciado para la evaluacion de las solicitudes del Programa de
Subvenciones.

Ninguna persona que haya participado como miembro del Grupo de Trabajo
Intercomunitario sobre Ingresos Obtenidos mediante Subastas de Nuevos gTLD
(CCWG-AP), inclusive como miembro designado en forma temporaria, podra
presentar una solicitud o ser incluida en actividades de propuestas financiadas
en caracter de director, en caracter de asesor o en otro caracter. Las
subvenciones no podran concederse a empresas u organizaciones que
pertenezcan total o parcialmente a los miembros del CCWG-AP 0 a sus
familiares. Las subvenciones no podran utilizarse para pagar remuneraciones a
los miembros del CCWG-AP o a sus familiares.

Ninguna persona que sea o haya sido en el ultimo afio funcionario, empleado,
contratista, consultor, miembro de la Junta Directiva o coordinador de enlace de
la Junta Directiva de la ICANN o su filial, ni los miembros de su familia, podran
presentar una solicitud o ser incluidos en actividades de propuestas financiadas
en cardcter de representantes, funcionarios, directores, asesores o en otro
caracter.

e Cumplir las normas de verificacién de antecedentes

o

Los solicitantes deben brindar informacién sobre la constitucion legal de su
organizacion, asi como la identificacion de sus directores y funcionarios.

Los solicitantes deben estar al dia con sus obligaciones societarias de
conformidad con las leyes y normativas aplicables.

Se llevara a cabo una investigacion de antecedentes tanto a nivel de la
organizacion como a nivel individual para confirmar la elegibilidad y evaluar el
riesgo.

La ICANN podra considerar la informacion recibida de cualquier fuente si es
relevante para los criterios que se describen en esta seccion.

La ICANN se reserva el derecho de rechazar una solicitud, aunque el solicitante
esté cualificado, basandose en la informacion descubierta durante el proceso de
verificacion de antecedentes.

Esta informacion puede incluir, entre otras cosas, cualquier condena de caracter
penal o sentencia contra un solicitante o cualquier persona que figure en la
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solicitud, que se descubra durante el proceso de verificacion de antecedentes
cuando esté permitido, y relativa a actividades financieras o de gobierno
corporativo, fraude, incumplimiento de obligaciones fiduciarias, fraude
intencional relacionado con impuestos, evasion intencional de obligaciones
fiscales, delitos informaticos o telefénicos, o incumplimiento de obligaciones de
proteccion y seguridad de menores. Esta informacion también puede utilizarse
para identificar otros riesgos potencialmente relacionados con la integridad, la
identidad, las finanzas, la ciberseguridad, la gobernanza y las operaciones de los
solicitantes.

e Tener una cuenta bancaria a nombre de la organizacién solicitante
o La cuenta debe estar legalmente registrada bajo el nombre comercial legal de la
organizacion solicitante.
o La cuenta debe poder recibir transferencias de una institucion financiera
estadounidense.

Durante cualquier etapa de la revision de elegibilidad, los solicitantes pueden ser contactados
directamente por el personal de la ICANN o por proveedores externos autorizados para obtener
informacion adicional o pedir aclaraciones sobre la informacion presentada.

iii. Designacion de equivalencia

En los Estados Unidos, la "categoria de organizaciéon benéfica" es un concepto de la legislacion
federal. Para ser considerada benéfica en los Estados Unidos, una organizaciéon debe estar
organizada y funcionar exclusivamente con fines benéficos.

Aunqgue la definicion de la categoria de organizacion benéfica puede variar de un pais a otro, la
ICANN, como organizacion con sede y registro en los Estados Unidos, debe utilizar la categoria
501(c)(3) de exencidn de impuestos de la Autoridad Fiscal de los Estados Unidos (IRS) como
base para evaluar el estatus benéfico de las organizaciones solicitantes. Una designacién de
equivalencia (ED) es una determinacion de buena fe en virtud de la cual una organizacién no
estadounidense es equivalente a una organizaciéon estadounidense dentro de la categoria
501(c)(3).

A los fines de esta determinacion, todos los solicitantes deberan responder preguntas iniciales
en las solicitudes presentadas en linea sobre la mision, el propdsito y las actividades de su
organizacién que destaquen claramente su estructura y actividades benéficas.

Tras una revision administrativa inicial de los materiales presentados con la solicitud, el
personal de la ICANN o los representantes de un proveedor externo autorizado podran solicitar
mas informacion directamente a los solicitantes fuera de los Estados Unidos para confirmar su
condicién de organizacion benéfica y conceder una designacién de equivalencia.

Durante el proceso de designacién de equivalencia, los documentos estatutarios, contables y
demas documentos presentados por la organizacién solicitante deben demostrar lo siguiente:

e La organizacion esté organizada exclusivamente con fines benéficos.
e Las actividades concretas son de caracter benéfico.
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Todos los activos deben dedicarse permanentemente a fines benéficos.
Ningun particular o accionista puede beneficiarse de las actividades o los ingresos
netos.

e Las actividades no estan disefiadas para influir en la legislacion y no se permite hacer
campanfa politica.

Importante: la ICANN aceptara una designacion de equivalencia realizada por otra entidad
proveedora de fondos con sede en Estados Unidos. Si un solicitante decide recurrir al
proveedor seleccionado por la ICANN para que realice su designacion de equivalencia, la
ICANN afrontara los costos de dicha determinacién. Sin embargo, los costos de las
traducciones necesarias para la designacion de equivalencia corren por cuenta del solicitante,
dado que el proveedor debe recibir los documentos estatutarios de la organizacion en idioma
inglés. No es necesario que las traducciones sean formales o certificadas oficialmente. Tenga
presente que una designacién de equivalencia efectuada por un proveedor en representacion
de la ICANN puede arrojar como resultado la determinacién de que una organizacion solicitante
no tiene una categoria equivalente a la 501(c)(3) de los Estados Unidos y, por lo tanto, no sera
elegible para recibir financiacion en el primer ciclo del programa.

En el Centro de Aprendizaje de NGOsource encontrara recursos detallados sobre el proceso de
la designacion de equivalencia en varios idiomas. Tenga en cuenta que el material presentado
tiene Unicamente fines informativos generales y no representa asesoramiento juridico alguno.
La ICANN no puede proporcionar asesoramiento juridico ni orientacién sobre la condicion
benéfica de ninguna organizacion. En la Guia para la Designacién de Equivalencia, disponible
en la pagina 11, se puede consultar mas informacién sobre la documentacion necesaria
durante un proceso de designacién de equivalencia.

iv. Otros acuerdos con los solicitantes

Las organizaciones pueden presentar su solicitud de forma independiente o colaborar con otras
organizaciones asociadas en la elaboracion de una solicitud y la posterior ejecucion de un
proyecto en caso de resultar adjudicatarias. Estos acuerdos pueden incluir patrocinio fiscal,
acuerdos de colaboracion o consorcio, modelos de cofinanciacion u otro tipo de asociacion. Las
definiciones de estos tipos de acuerdos se pueden consultar en el glosario.

La ICANN aceptara solicitudes que incluyan a mas de una organizacién. Sin embargo, todas
las organizaciones participantes deben estar identificadas en la solicitud. La ICANN solo podra
suscribir un acuerdo de subvencién con la organizacién principal, la cual deberd cumplir todos
los requisitos de elegibilidad.

La organizacion principal debe identificarse en toda solicitud que implique un acuerdo en el que
participe mas de una organizacion. La organizacion principal sera responsable de las
comunicaciones sobre el programa con la ICANN o sus proveedores autorizados, de la firma
del acuerdo de subvencion y de garantizar el cumplimiento de los requisitos de presentacion de
informes.
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v. Actividades elegibles
Todas las actividades propuestas deben cumplir con los siguientes requisitos:

e Ser coherentes con la mision de la ICANN
o Los estatutos de la ICANN especifican lo siguiente: “La misién de la Corporacién
para la Asignacion de Nombres y Numeros en Internet (la "ICANN") es asegurar el
funcionamiento estable y seguro de los sistemas de identificadores Gnicos de
Internet tal como se describe en esta Seccion 1.1(a)”.

e No duplicar actividades ya financiadas por la ICANN

o Se les pedira a los solicitantes que den a conocer en la solicitud cualquier
superposicion con las actividades de la ICANN, incluidas las actividades financiadas
a través del presupuesto operativo de la ICANN, por contrato con la ICANN, o
mediante otro acuerdo o convenio.

o Los solicitantes pueden consultar el plan estratégico y el plan operativo de la ICANN
en vigencia para informarse acerca de las actividades que la ICANN esta llevando a
cabo.

vi. Actividades no elegibles

Las siguientes actividades no pueden incluirse en las solicitudes de subvencién debido al
estatus legal de la ICANN en los Estados Unidos como corporacion de beneficio pablico sin
fines de lucro.

Las actividades no elegibles incluyen:

o Cualquier actividad politica o de lobby, incluidas las actividades para influir en la
legislacion y/o en el resultado de cualquier eleccion publica especifica, o para llevar
a cabo, directa o indirectamente, cualquier campafia de registro de votantes.

o Cualquier actividad que pueda suponer un beneficio econémico privado para las
personas, mas alla de rubros accesorios como el pago de salarios razonables.

o Cualquier actividad ilegal segun el pais en el que esté radicado el solicitante y/o en
el que se desarrolle el proyecto.

5. Revision por parte del Panel Independiente para
la Evaluacion de Solicitudes

i. Proceso de revision por parte del Panel de Evaluacién

Un proveedor externo gestionara el Panel Independiente para laEvaluacion de Solicitudes (el
"Panel"), incluyendo la contrataciéon y seleccion de los miembros del Panel, asi como la gestion
de sus evaluaciones de las solicitudes. La finalidad de trabajar con este proveedor externo es
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maximizar la independencia de la Junta Directiva, la organizacién y la comunidad de la ICANN.

Se espera que el Panel esté integrado por un grupo diverso de expertos en distintas materias
que guarden relacion con los temas y las areas de trabajo del programa.

ii. Métricas de rendimiento e indicadores clave de desempefio

El programa tiene por objeto financiar proyectos especificos con presupuestos claros y realistas
gue se ajusten a un plan de trabajo. La solicitud en linea incluira una seccion dedicada
alpresupuesto que el solicitante deberd completar. Los solicitantes deberan utilizar las
siguientes categorias de costos para elaborar el presupuesto del proyecto que presentaran
junto con la solicitud. Los solicitantes deben presentar el presupuesto para cada categoria de
costos, si corresponde, asi como una descripcion de dichos gastos en la solicitud.

e Personal — Costos de personal para supervisar y llevar a cabo las actividades del
proyecto y la presentacién de informes sobre la subvencién.

e Viajes — Viajes razonablemente necesarios para realizar las actividades propuestas y
llevar a cabo el desarrollo profesional.

v. Términos y condiciones de las solicitudes

expectativas, normas y obligaciones para los solicitantes que deseen presentar una solicitud.
Esto incluye el entendimiento de que el programa es una convocatoria abierta a presentar
solicitudes, lo que significa que la cantidad de fondos de subvencién disponibles por ciclo, la
cantidad de subvenciones concedidas y las solicitudes seleccionadas para las subvenciones
guedan a discreciéon de la ICANN. Los solicitantes no pueden utilizar los mecanismos de
responsabilidad de la ICANN para impugnar las decisiones de otorgamiento de subvenciones.

Para asistir a los solicitantes de todo el mundo, la Guia para el Solicitante del Programa de
Subvenciones publicada por la ICANN en idioma inglés se traducira a los idiomas arabe, chino,
francés, ruso y espafiol. Los materiales adicionales, como los términos y condiciones, las
politicas suplementarias o los modelos de contratos, se proporcionaran en inglés y no se
traduciran. El solicitante reconoce que la version en inglés de la guia y de los materiales para
presentar una solicitud (incluidos los términos y condiciones) es la version vinculante para las
partes; que dichas traducciones son interpretaciones no oficiales y que no se las puede tener
por exactas en todos los aspectos; y que en caso de conflicto entre las versiones traducidas de
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la guia y de los materiales para presentar una solicitud y la versién en inglés, prevalecera la
version en inglés.

7. Comunicacion con los solicitantes una vez
presentadas las solicitudes

Se espera que los solicitantes mantengan y actualicen su informacién de contacto segun sea
necesario en el sistema de gestion de subvenciones.

Las solicitudes de aclaracion para verificar la admisibilidad o elegibilidad de una solicitud
pueden implicar la presentacion de documentacion adicional de verificacién de antecedentes,
documentacion que verifigue la condicion de organizacion benéfica o informacién relacionada
con la divulgacion de conflictos de intereses y/o la comprobacion de reputacidén yantecedentes.

Las solicitudes formales indicaran la informacién o documentacién especifica solicitada, las
instrucciones para presentar la respuesta y el plazo correspondiente. La falta de respuesta
dentro del plazo indicado podréa dar lugar a que no se tenga en cuenta la solicitud.

Tenga en cuenta que las solicitudes de informacién no implican que una solicitud vaya a ser
financiada.

8. Distribucion de subvenciones otorgadas

Tras la notificacién de que una solicitud fue aprobada, se firmara un acuerdo de subvencién
con el solicitante en el que se estableceran las condiciones de la subvencion, incluidas, entre
otras, las fechas de inicio y finalizacion del proyecto, los requisitos de presentacién de informes
y el cronograma de pagos.

Todos los pagos se realizaran en cuotas para supervisar la implementacion de los proyectos
financiados. Las organizaciones no recibiran pagos de suma global. Se recomienda a las
organizaciones que tengan en cuenta este esquema de pago en cuotas a la hora de proyectar
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su flujo de fondos. La distribucién de los pagos dependera de la presentacién puntual de
informes programéticos y financieros en los que se detalle cdmo se han gastado los fondos,
junto con los hitos o logros alcanzados durante el periodo de presentaciéon de informes.

Las fechas y los importes de las cuotas variaran en funcion de la duracion y el alcance de cada
proyecto financiado.

e La primera cuota se abonara puntualmente tras la firma del acuerdo de subvencion.

Applicant warrants that it has the requisite power and authority to make this Application on
behalf of Applicant, and is able to make all agreements, representations, waivers, and
understandings stated in these terms and conditions and to enter into the form of grant
agreement as posted with these terms and conditions. In the event that Applicant is joined in its
Application by other organizations with which Applicant proposes to deliver the work as
described within the Application, Applicant warrants that it has full power and authority to make
this Application and all agreements, representations, waivers, and understandings stated in
these terms and conditions on behalf of those additional organizations.

Applicant acknowledges and agrees that ICANN has the right to determine not to proceed with
any and all Applications within the ICANN Grant Program, and that there is no assurance that
any Grants will be awarded. The decision to review, consider, and approve Applications for
Grants and to award Grants after approval is entirely at ICANN’s discretion. ICANN reserves the
right to reject any application that ICANN is prohibited from considering under applicable law or

policy.

Applicant acknowledges that it is responsible for completion of the Application within the online
grant application portal as specified by ICANN, inclusive of all required documentation, within
the application window as set forth at https://www.icann.org/grant-program-en.

GRANT AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

This Grant Agreement (this “Grant Agreement”) is made as of the date of signature (the
“Effective Date”) by the Internet Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers, a nonprofit
public benefit corporation exempt from taxation pursuant to Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “IRC”) and incorporated in the state of California with
its principal office at 12025 Waterfront Drive, Suite 300, Los Angeles, California 90094
(“ICANN”); and [Grantee name], a [US state/international] [type of entity] (“Grantee”). ICANN
and Grantee are hereinafter referred to individually as a “Party” and collectively as the
“Parties.”

RECITALS

Whereas, ICANN is a nonprofit organization headquartered in the State of California with a
mission to coordinate, at the overall level, the global Internet’s system of unique identifiers, and
in particular to ensure the stable and secure operation of the Internet’s unique identifiers, and is
committed to corporate engagement and social responsibility, within the bounds of it's mission,
commitments, and core values;

Whereas, ICANN has created and operates a grant program through which ICANN provides
funding to help facilitate the security, stability, and resiliency of the Internet’s unique identifier
systems (the “Grant Program”) in order to support, benefit, and further the charitable and
educational purposes of ICANN within the meaning of IRC Section 501(c)(3).

Whereas, ICANN has determined that the Grantee performs activities that further ICANN'’s
charitable mission, as further detailed in Exhibit A;

Whereas, ICANN wishes to support Grantee in its work pursuant to the terms of this Grant
Agreement in order to advance ICANN’s mission of coordinating and ensuring the stable and
secure operation of the Internet’s unique identifier systems; and

WHEREAS, Grantee agrees that any funds received through this Grant Agreement will be used
exclusively for the purposes outlined in Exhibit A (the “Project”);

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the recitals above and the mutual covenants
and conditions contained herein, the Parties agree as follows:
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1. Grant and Payment Schedule

a. ICANN shall award Grantee a grant in the amount specified in Exhibit A (the “Grant”) over the
Term specified in Section 4 of this Grant Agreement to support Grantee’s Project as described
in Exhibit A.

b. ICANN will distribute the funds provided under this Grant Agreement (“Grant Funds”) to
Grantee in accordance with the payment schedule in Exhibit A, subject to Grantee’s satisfaction
of the requirements stated in Exhibit A. Distributions will be in U.S. Dollars and based on
generally accepted market rates published at the time of initial submission of the Project to
ICANN.

c. Exhibit A is hereby incorporated into and considered part of this Grant Agreement and any
change to the terms of an Exhibit hereunder will require a mutually executed written
amendment.

d. Any Grant or other payment under this Grant Agreement is not attributable to any local
presence ICANN has had or will have in the European Union.

e. ICANN shall not be liable for any foreign exchange rate fluctuation between Participant’s local
currency and the U.S. Dollar that may affect the value of the Grant Funds, or any other amounts
due to Participant pursuant to this Agreement.

2. Reporting

a. Grantee shall provide to ICANN reports during the term of the Project as mutually agreed
upon in Exhibit A, inclusive of a final report upon completion of the Project or termination of this
Grant Agreement (collectively, the “Reports”). The Reports will be delivered to ICANN in the
format, manner, and schedule specified in Exhibit A. The final Report shall be provided within
thirty (30) days after the end of the last month in which the funding commitment of ICANN has
ended (whether by reaching the full amount of the grant or as a result of termination of the Grant
Agreement), and Grantee has expended all Grant Funds previously provided.

b. The Reports shall describe the status of the Project and activities taken in performing the
Project (the “Activities”) by Grantee and expenditures made with the Grant Funds. As
appropriate, the Reports shall detail the progress on Activities by evaluating Project outcomes
and measuring data against any targets established in advance by the Parties, as described in
Exhibit A. The Reports shall also report on Grantee’s compliance with the terms of this Grant
Agreement.

c. Grantee must notify ICANN in writing within ten (10) days of any change in Grantee contact
information.

3. Diligence and Audits
a Grantee acknowledges that ICANN may conduct a due diligence review of Grantee prior to

providing Grant Funds under this Agreement or following any Grantee change of control.
Grantee shall comply with all reasonable due diligence requests. ICANN shall bear its own costs
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in the conduct of any such due diligence review and Grantee shall not unreasonably hinder or
delay ICANN'’s conduct of its due diligence review.

b. Upon ICANN’s written request Grantee shall permit ICANN to audit or perform in-person
inspection(s) during regular business hours of Grantee’s premises, records and reports relating
to Grantee’s obligations and any use of Grant Funds under this Agreement. The frequency and
scope of such audits or inspections shall be at ICANN’s sole, reasonable discretion.

c. Grantee shall retain its books and records in such a manner that any Grant Funds are
identified separately on Grantee’s books. Such books and records shall be kept in sufficient
detail to document ongoing compliance with the requirements of this Grant Agreement, and
shall be made available upon ICANN'’s written request.

d. Grantee shall provide ICANN with sufficient information, including the specific geographic
location(s) and parties involved in the Grant Project, within five (5) calendar days of a request by
ICANN and in any event prior to the distribution of any Grant Funds so that ICANN can
determine applicable sanctions regulations and, to the extent sanctions regulations apply to the
Activities, whether there are any exemptions or general licenses that would cover the Activities.

4. Term and Termination

a. This Grant Agreement commences on the Effective Date and shall continue until all required
Reports have been received by ICANN (as described in Section 2 and further described in
Exhibit A) or at such time as this Grant Agreement is terminated pursuant to Section 4.b, but no
case longer than two years from the Effective Date (the “Term”); provided, however, that any
terms of this Grant Agreement that, given their nature or express terms, are intended to survive
shall survive the termination of this Grant Agreement.

b. ICANN may terminate this Grant Agreement by providing thirty (30) days prior written notice
to Grantee. Upon such notification by ICANN, Grantee will immediately cease Grant
expenditures and commitments; provided, however, Grantee may make any final Grant
expenditures for any reasonable costs incurred but not yet paid, including any non-cancellable
commitments entered into by Grantee, prior to the date of such notification. ICANN will distribute
to Grantee all remaining Grant Amounts for such expenditures pursuant to the standard
payment process described in Section 1 and Exhibit A.

c. Either Party may terminate this Grant Agreement in writing with immediate effect if any of the
following occurs:

i. The terminating Party has a good-faith belief, based on the facts then available to it,
that the other Party has engaged in any of the following conduct: fraud, misappropriation or
embezzlement of funds, or gross misconduct; and the terminating Party reasonably determines
that association with the other Party may adversely affect the terminating Party’s tax-exempt
status or general reputation.

ii. The other Party breaches any of its obligations under this Grant Agreement or Exhibit
A, or if such breach is capable of remedy, the other Party fails to remedy such breach to the
satisfaction of the terminating Party within ten (10) calendar days of the terminating Party
requiring such remedy, subject to the following:
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(A) the terminating Party shall specify in writing the provision claimed to be breached,
the date such obligation or performance was to have been satisfied and any other
identifying specifics to the other Party;

(B) the terminating Party may, in its sole discretion, extend the period for the other Party
to remedy its breach; and

(C) there shall be no remedy period for breaches involving illegal or unlawful acts;

iii. Termination is required to comply with the requirements of any law or regulation
applicable to the terminating Party or its affiliates or subcontractors, the other Party or its
affiliates or subcontractors, or this Grant Agreement.

d. Other bases and mechanisms for termination may be set forth in Exhibit A as agreed upon in
writing by the Parties.

e. Any Grant Funds that have not been used for, or committed to, the Project within the first to
occur of (i) two (2) years from the Effective Date, or (ii) termination of the Grant Agreement,
must be returned promptly to ICANN.

f. Grantee will maintain adequate accounting records and copies of any reports submitted to
ICANN related to the Project as required in Sections 2 and 3 of this Grant Agreement. Grantee
will retain such records and reports for six (6) years following the termination or expiration of this
Grant Agreement and will make such records and reports available to ICANN upon request.

5. Management of Grant Funds

a. Grantee may not use Grant Funds for any purpose other than the charitable, educational, or
scientific purposes for which the Grant is made. The Project is not intended to provide, nor will it
be managed for, personal monetary or commercial gain. Grantee may not use Grant Funds to
reimburse any expenses Grantee incurred prior to the date of this Grant Agreement.

b. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Grant Agreement to the contrary, Grantee shall
ensure (on its own behalf and on behalf of each individual or entity that directly, or indirectly
through one or more intermediaries, is owned or is controlled by, or is under common ownership
or control of Grantee (each an “Affiliate”) and each individual or entity engaged by Grantee as a
contractor listed in or approved per Section 7 of this Grant Agreement (a “Subcontractor”), if
any) that:

i. Grant Funds are used solely for the purposes specified in this Grant Agreement
and Exhibit A and for no other purpose;

ii. Grant Funds are not used to lobby any government official or agency, or
otherwise attempt to influence legislation within the meaning of IRC Section 501(c)(3); and

iii. Grant Funds are not used to participate in, or intervene in (including the
publishing or distributing of statements), any political campaign on behalf of, or in opposition to,
any candidate for public office (within the meaning of IRC Section 501(c)(3)).
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6. Ownership

Each party shall remain the sole and exclusive owner of their respective intellectual property
rights, including but not limited to copyrights, patents, patent disclosures and inventions
(whether patentable or not), software programs, data sets, and trademarks owned, licensed,
used, acquired, created, conceived, developed or first reduced to practice by or on behalf of
such party prior to the execution of this Agreement or during the Term of this Agreement
(collectively, “Material”). Neither party acquires any rights to any of the other party’s Material
under this Agreement except that: (i) upon written request by ICANN, Grantee hereby does and
agrees to grant to ICANN a worldwide, non-exclusive, irrevocable, transferable, sublicensable,
royalty-free and fully paid-up right and license to copy, modify, distribute, create derivative
works and/or publicly display Grantee Material; and (ii) to the extent any legally protectable 3™
party intellectual property is used or incorporated into any Grantee Material or used and
incorporated in any other content, other than the Materials, that are prepared by or on behalf of
Grantee in the course of this Agreement, upon ICANN’s written request Grantee hereby does
and agrees to grant (or secure on behalf of ICANN) a worldwide, non-exclusive, perpetual,
irrevocable, transferable, sublicensable, royalty-free and fully paid-up right and license to use,
copy, modify, distribute, create derivative works and/or publicly display any such 3" party
intellectual property solely in connection with the Materials.

7.Prohibited Activities

a. Grantee will not use or provide any of the Grant Funds, directly or indirectly, to promote or
engage in violence, terrorism or the destruction of property or to provide support or make any
payment to or in support of, or otherwise transact with, any person that is the subject of
sanctions administered by the U.S. government or any other applicable governmental authority
(“Sanctions”), including, without limitation: (i) any person that promotes or engages in such
activities; (ii) any person that is named on the Sanctions-related lists maintained by the U.S.

Department of the Treasury’s Office of Foreign Assets Control (“OFAC”), including OFAC’s
Specially Designated Nationals and Blocked Persons List; (iii) any person located, incorporated,
organized or ordinarily resident in a region that is the subject of comprehensive Sanctions (each
region, a “Sanctioned Jurisdiction”); (iv) any government or government-controlled entity that
is the subject of Sanctions; or (v) any entity that is directly or indirectly owned, 50 percent or
more, or controlled by, or acting on behalf of, any person(s) described in (i)-(iv) above. Note that
the persons, entities, governments, and regions that are the subject of these restrictions change
over time. Without limiting the foregoing, Grantee shall not make any secondary grants or
otherwise use any of the Grant Funds that would require a license from OFAC or another
applicable governmental authority without obtaining such a license. Grantee will comply, and
shall cause its Affiliates and Subcontractors to comply, with the United States Foreign Corrupt
Practices Act of 1977, as revised, and applicable anti-corruption laws and regulations of any
non-U.S. jurisdiction in which the Grant Funds may be used or any parties to this Agreement
may be located.

b. Grantee further represents and warrants that neither Grantee, Grantee’s Affiliates or
Subcontractors, nor any of their respective owners, directors, employees, or agents, are a
Sanctioned Party.

c. Grantee assumes all responsibility for any purchase, export, reexport, or import of any
software, equipment, or technology made in connection with this Grant Agreement. Grantee
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agrees to comply with all export, re-export, import, and customs laws, rules, and regulations
applicable to the provision of any goods, software, equipment, or technology pursuant to this
Grant Agreement, including by way of non-limiting example those contained in the U.S. Export
Administration Regulations (“EAR”) administered by the U.S. Department of Commerce’s
Bureau of Industry and Security (“BIS”).

d. Grantee agrees to provide ICANN with any information requested by ICANN necessary or
reasonably anticipated to ensure compliance with Sanctions and anti-money laundering laws
and regulations in connection with receipt or disbursement of the Grant Funds.

e. Unless prohibited by an applicable law, Grantee shall immediately repay to ICANN an amount
equal to any Grant Funds disbursed in violation of the restrictions in Section 5 and 7 of this
Grant Agreement.

8. Subcontractors

a. In light of the nature of services to be performed under this Grant Agreement, and in the
interest of protecting the reputation and potential Confidential Information (as defined below) of
ICANN, Grantee agrees that it will only involve the services of (i) Grantee’s employees, or (ii)
the Subcontractor(s) pre-approved by ICANN.

b. Grantee represents and warrants that it has advised each Subcontractor that they are not
employees of ICANN, and are not entitled to any benefits provided to ICANN employees and
will indemnify ICANN in full for any such claims. Grantee is liable for compliance with all
applicable employment and labor laws related to the Subcontractors and will indemnify ICANN
in full for any such claims arising under any such laws. Finally, Grantee agrees to indemnify and
hold ICANN, its affiliates, officers, directors, employees, attorneys, and agents harmless from
and against any and all claims, costs, damages, losses, liabilities, and expenses (including
attorneys’ fees and court costs) arising out of, or in connection with Grantee’s hiring or use of
Subcontractors, including for acts or omissions of the Subcontractor(s). No other individuals will
be engaged on this project or have access to the Confidential Information provided by ICANN
relating to this matter.

c. ICANN will have the right of approval before any other persons are involved in the project,
and a delay on ICANN’s part or failure to approve additional persons by ICANN will not be a
breach of this Grant Agreement. In the event that Grantee pays a portion of the Grant Funds to
a Subcontractor, Grantee must receive written consent from ICANN prior to paying such funds.
ICANN may, at its discretion, request additional information about any potential Subcontractor
from Grantee.

d. In the event that a portion of the Grant Funds is paid by Grantee to a Subcontractor, Grantee
acknowledges that Grantee remains responsible for ensuring that any Subcontractor uses Grant
Funds consistent with the terms and conditions of this Grant Agreement. Subcontractors may
provide external technical expertise, professional services, software, or other resources on a
limited basis beyond the capabilities and resources of Grantee’s staff. However, expenses paid
to Subcontractors shall be less than 50% of the total Grant amount, as most Grant activities
should be conducted by Grantee’s staff.

e. On the occasion that a Subcontractor does perform services for Grantee under this Grant
Agreement, Grantee shall comply with the following requirements:
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i. Grantee shall enter into a written agreement with the Subcontractor specifying the services to
be provided and funds to be paid in relation to this Grant Agreement and shall provide a copy of
such written agreement to ICANN;

ii. Grantee shall require the Subcontractor to maintain the same insurance (including the same
minimum limits of liability) that apply to Grantee under Section 10.c of the Grant Agreement and
Exhibit A, and to provide Grantee a certificate of insurance, which Grantee shall provide to
ICANN;

iii. Grantee shall require that the Subcontractor use any Grant Funds consistent with the terms
and conditions of the Grant Agreement and Exhibit A and comply with all other requirements of
the Grant Agreement and Exhibit A; and

iv. Grantee shall be liable for the Subcontractor’'s noncompliance with the Grant Agreement as if
such noncompliance was Grantee’s own.

9. Confidentiality

a. Each Party to this Grant Agreement acknowledges that it may receive Confidential
Information of the other (as a “Receiving Party”) in connection with the Grant and the Project.
“Confidential Information” includes trade secrets and any information related to the past,
current, or proposed operations, business or strategic plans, financial statements or reports,
technology or services of ICANN or any affiliate that ICANN discloses or otherwise makes
available in any manner to Grantee, or to which Grantee may gain access under this Grant
Agreement or Exhibit A, or which Grantee knows or has reason to know is Confidential
Information of ICANN or any affiliate; whether such information is disclosed orally, visually, or in
writing, and whether or not bearing any legend or marking indicating that such information or
data is confidential.

b. Each Party to this Grant Agreement which discloses or makes available directly or indirectly
Confidential Information to the Receiving Party is responsible for designating such material as
Confidential Information. The Receiving Party agrees to keep in confidence and trust all such
Confidential Information and will make no use of any Confidential Information except as
provided for in this Grant Agreement. The Receiving Party may disclose such Confidential
Information only to its officers, employees, contractors, subcontractors, and consultants with a
need to know and who have entered into confidentiality agreements sufficient to prevent
unauthorized use or disclosure by such persons of the Confidential Information.

10. Publicity

a. The Grantee will seek ICANN’s prior written approval when referring to Grantee’s funding
through the Grant Program in publications, press releases, interviews, or other similar media
without the prior written approval of ICANN.

b. ICANN may include information about the Grantee and the Activities described in this
Agreement and any Exhibit attached hereto, including the Grantee’s name, in public reports and
may make such information available on its website and as part of press releases, public
reports, speeches, newsletters, tax returns, and other public disclosures.

d. The Parties acknowledge that for the purposes of transparency and financial reporting, the
following documents may include factual reference as to the details of the Grant Funds, its
amount and its allocation:

* ICANN’s Annual Report

* ICANN’s CEO Report to the Board

* ICANN Audited Financial Statements

» ICANN Board Resolutions and Minutes

* Quarterly reports to the ICANN Board, leveraging the Grantee’s Reports and updates to
extract relevant information (external).

e. The Parties may develop pre-authorized wording for factual references to the Grant Program
and Activities, which then do not need to be cleared individually.

f. Planned Communications Activities:

i. Any public statement, beyond the items listed above, made in connection with the Agreement
or using the Grantee Materials shall require the ICANN’s prior written approval.

ii. Key messages can be developed jointly and approved by both Parties to guide the
development of communications materials. All efforts will be made to ensure that any prior
approvals are secured in a timely fashion by both Parties, and approvals shall not take more
than five (5) business days.

iii. ICANN’s communications plans may include the following activities during the period of the
Agreement:

A blog or announcement from ICANN, published on icann.org, announcing the
selection of the Grantee as a recipient of the Grant Funds. This includes
amplification on ICANN’s social media channels.

A press release announcing the Grant Funds distribution to the Grantee and
related activities (external, use of ICANN’s social media channels, i.e., Facebook,
Twitter, and Instagram)

Initial report on relevant Activities and their impact followed by Quarterly blogs to
the ICANN community to update on the status of the Activities (external, use of
ICANN'’s social media channels, i.e. Facebook, Twitter, and Instagram)

Publish a link to the Grantee’s site

11. Limitation of Liability and Indemnity

a. ICANN will bear no responsibility for any loss incurred by Grantee or any third party arising
out of or in any way related to the Project or for costs or liability to any person engaged by
Grantee as an employee or agent relating to the Project.

b. Grantee hereby irrevocably and unconditionally agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law,
to indemnify, hold harmless, and defend at its own expense ICANN and its subsidiaries,
affiliates, officers, directors, employees, agents, contractors and subcontractors, from and
against any and all claims, liabilities, damages, losses, and costs or expenses (including, but
not limited to, reasonable legal costs in defense thereof), directly, wholly or partially arising from
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or in connection with any act or omission by Grantee, Grantee’s employees, Subcontractors or
agents, arising out of a breach of Grantee’s obligations under this Grant Agreement, in obtaining
or accepting the subject grant from ICANN, in expending or applying the Grant Funds, or in
carrying out the Project, including but not limited to any claim made by Grantee’s employee or
agent whether relating to redundancy, unfair dismissal or otherwise, arising in connection with
the Project.

c. All taxes, duties, levies, currency fluctuations and other such charges or expenses arising in
connection with the performance of this Grant Agreement shall be borne by Grantee.

12. Conflicts of Interest

a. The Grantee recognizes and acknowledges the unique and essential role of ICANN among
the global community of Internet stakeholders. The Grantee further recognizes and
acknowledges that ICANN has implemented policies and procedures to identify and, as
necessary, mitigate any potential or actual conflicts of interest between ICANN’s officers,
directors, and employees and the objectives embodied in ICANN’s mission and purpose. The
Grantee recognizes and acknowledges that for all actions and statements relating to this
Agreement, the Grantee, its Affiliates and Subcontractors are subject to ICANN’s conflict of
interest policies and procedures as necessary to maintain and safeguard the integrity of
ICANN’s mission and responsibilities to the global community of internet stakeholders.

b. Accordingly, at any time requested by ICANN in connection with this Agreement, including
prior to the Effective Date, the Grantee must complete a “Conflicts of Interest Disclosure,”
attached as Attachment 1.

c. The Grantee agrees that it will notify ICANN and revise and update the Conflicts of Interest
Disclosure when and to the extent to which the Grantee becomes aware of circumstances that
would require such a revision, and in all events at least annually.

13. Other Terms and Conditions

a. In carrying out the Project, Grantee will comply with all applicable laws, regulations, and rules
and will not infringe, misappropriate, or violate the intellectual property, privacy, or publicity
rights of ICANN or any third party.

b. Grantee acknowledges that ICANN is relying on the information Grantee provides in Reports
and during the course of any due diligence conducted prior to the date of this Grant Agreement
and during the Term of this Grant Agreement, including the provision of accurate and current
documentation of Grantee’s 501(c)(3) status or determination of equivalence, domicile, and all
necessary licensure. Grantee represents that ICANN may continue to rely on this information
and on any additional information Grantee provides relating to the Project throughout the Term
of this Agreement. During the Term of this Agreement any changes to Grantee’s 501(c)(3)
status or determination of equivalence, domicile, or necessary licensure must be reported in
writing to ICANN within ten (10) days.

c. Any amount paid by ICANN to the Grantee is inclusive of all and any taxes applicable to the
Grant, including without limitation, value added tax (“VAT").
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d. Grantee shall implement, maintain, and abide by, and shall ensure that its employees and
subcontractors abide by: (1) any and all relevant laws, industry best practices and standards for
information security; (2) all technical, organizational, and physical security policies and
measures described in this Agreement or any Exhibit hereunder; and (3) ICANN’s reasonable
request to receive the written results of any relevant self- or third-party audit or certification
program that verifies such measures and policies comply with clause (1) and (2) above. The
foregoing security practices and standards are material obligations of this Agreement and shall,
at a minimum, protect all ICANN data, including confidential and/or sensitive information and
Personal Data, from unauthorized access, destruction, use, modification, or disclosure.

For purposes of this Agreement, “Personal Data” means any information that relates to an
identified or identifiable living individual. The parties agree and warrant that any processing of
Personal Data in connection with the Services has been and will be carried out in accordance
with Data Protection Laws applicable to their respective processing of personal data. “Data
Protection Laws” means any applicable law or regulation from time to time concerning data
protection and cybersecurity that governs the processing of Personal Data under this
Agreement. Furthermore, each party will provide such cooperation as reasonably required by
the other party, upon request, in relation to: a) any request, complaint or query from any data
subject in relation to Personal Data; and/or; b) any inquiry, investigation or request made by, or
reporting obligations to, a supervisory authority, or any other authority in relation to Personal
Data processed in connection with the Services. In the event the parties enter into a Data
Processing Agreement (“DPA”), this clause shall not affect the validity or enforceability of this
DPA. In the event of a conflict between the DPA and this clause, the DPA shall prevail, but only
to the extent of such conflict.

e. To the extent the Grantee’s Project includes development or provision of (i) website design,
hosting, implementation and/or programming, and/or (ii) software and/or devices that support
network or Internet connectivity, the Project will be fully compliant with the Internet Engineering
Task Force (IETF) Internet Protocol, Version 6 Specification, sometimes referred to as the IPv6
Specification and, in addition, will be fully backward-compatible with the Internet Engineering
Task Force (IETF) Internet Protocol, Version 4 Specification, sometimes referred to as the IPv4
Specification, including without limitation having the capabilities: (a) to create or receive,
process, and send or forward (as appropriate) IPv6 packets in mixed IPv4/IPv6 environments,
and (b) to interoperate with other IPv6 compliant software, devices and websites on networks
supporting only IPv4, only IPv6, or both IPv4 and IPv6. Grantee further acknowledges and
agrees that any networked application or service developed for ICANN by Contractor will
operate irrespective of whether such services were accessed using IPv4 or IPv6.

14. General

a. This Grant Agreement and the Exhibits attached hereto (which are incorporated herein by this
reference) contain the entire agreement of the Parties and supersedes all prior and
contemporaneous agreements concerning its subject matter. Except as specifically permitted by
this Grant Agreement, no maodification, amendment, or waiver of any provision of this Grant
Agreement or any Exhibit will be effective unless in writing and signed by authorized
representatives of both Parties.

b. Nothing in this Grant Agreement shall constitute the naming of Grantee as an agent or legal
representative of ICANN, or the naming of ICANN as Grantee’s agent or legal representative,
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for any purpose whatsoever except to the extent specifically set forth herein. This Grant
Agreement shall not be deemed to create any partnership, unincorporated association or joint
venture relationship between Grantee and ICANN and neither Party shall make any
representation to the contrary to anyone else. The Grant Agreement does not restrict either
Party’s ability to enter into separate agreements, including agreements related to the
Agreement’s subject matter, with third parties except that Grantee may not render services to or
enter into agreements with third parties that prevent, interfere or conflict with, or delay Grantee’s
prompt performance of its obligations under this Grant Agreement.

c. The construction, validity and performance of this Grant Agreement shall be governed by the
laws of the State of California, without application of any state’s conflicts of laws or choice of
laws principles that would result in the application of laws of any jurisdiction other than
California. The Parties hereby submit and consent to the jurisdiction of the State and Federal
Courts located in Los Angeles County, California, USA.

d. Each provision of this Grant Agreement must be interpreted in a way that is enforceable
under applicable law. If any provision is held unenforceable, the rest of the Grant Agreement will
remain in effect.

e. Grantee may not assign, or transfer by operation of law or court order, any of Grantee’s rights
or obligations under this Grant Agreement without ICANN’s prior written approval. Any failure or
delay by ICANN to approve such assignment or transfer will not be a breach of this Agreement.
This Grant Agreement will bind and benefit any permitted successors and assignees. No failure
on the part of either party to exercise and no delay in exercising, and no course of dealing with
respect to any right, power, or privilege under this Grant Agreement shall operate as a waiver
thereof, nor shall any single or partial exercise of any right, power, or privilege under this Grant
Agreement preclude the exercise of any other right, power, or privilege. In addition, Grantee will
notify ICANN within ten (10) days of any change of control and ICANN, in its sole discretion,
may subsequently require additional due diligence and/or the modification or termination of this
Agreement.

f. Except as may be prohibited by applicable law or regulation, this Grant Agreement and any
amendment may be signed in counterparts, by facsimile, DocuSign, PDF, or other electronic
means, each of which will be deemed an original and all of which when taken together will
constitute one agreement.

g. Grantee’s execution of this Grant Agreement constitutes an acceptance of ICANN’s offer to
provide Grant Funds to Grantee, subject to and bound by the terms and conditions set forth
herein.

h. Written notices, requests, and approvals under the Grant Agreement must be delivered to the
other Party as described in Exhibit A.

“applicant” in the ICANN Grant Program Application submitted or to be submitted by the

"Applicant User" means the User accessing and completing the ICANN Grant Program
Application on behalf of the Applicant.

"Application" means the application submitted for grants under the ICANN Grant Program.
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"Data Subject" means the identified or identifiable natural person to which the Personal
Information is relating.

"EU Standard Contractual Clauses" means the standard contractual clauses for the transfer of
personal data to third countries pursuant to Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European

The Applicant is responsible to ensure
compliance with applicable data protection law with respect to the Processing of Personal
Information of third parties contained in Applications submitted through the Grant Program
Portal, as stipulated in the Terms of Use for ICANN Grant Program Platform made available by
ICANN from time to time.

Information for the Management of the Grant

In the event the Applicant is selected for a Grant, they will be asked to confirm the validity and
accuracy of the data submitted during the application process. Additionally, the Applicant
selected for a Grant will need to provide further information, such as banking details, interim and
final reports, and regular budget reports. This information may be provided through the Grant
Program Portal or via other means determined by ICANN. Whether this information constitutes
Personal Information depends on the nature of the Application.

Logging Applicant Information for Usage Information and IT Security Purposes

To help understand how Users interact with the Grant Program Portal, information such as
action history, information requested or rejected, selections made by Users, log files,
performance logs, diagnostic reports, the pages or other content viewed, searches conducted,
pages requested, the websites visited before using the Grant Program Portal, and the dates,
times, and durations of the Users’ visits, will be collected by the Grant Program Portal’s
provider. Data elements are listed on the Grant Program Portal provider's website (available at:

Personal Information from the Panelists

ICANN will provide limited Personal Information to these third party providers as detailed in
Section 5 of this Policy.

All Types of Personal Information

All of the foregoing described categories of Personal Information may be processed by ICANN
for analytics required in relation to the purpose of reporting on the usage of the Grant Program
Portal and will be pseudonymized or anonymized in this context, if and to the extent required
under applicable laws. Only anonymized results of such data analytics will be shared with
members of the ICANN community and the public as described in Section 5 of this Grant
Program Privacy Policy.

This Policy does not replace the Privacy Policies of third-party service providers that may apply
to the processing of the same data, nor does it establish joint-controller relationships with such
third-party service providers.

4. Use of Personal Information - Purposes and Legal Bases

ICANN is Processing the Personal Information described in Section 3 of this Grant Program
Privacy Policy for the purpose of simplifying the process for submitting and receiving
Applications. This may include Processing for the purpose of reporting on the usage of the
Grant Program Portal. Personal Information from Users is also logged for the purpose of
ensuring the operational stability and security of the Grant Program Portal.

If and to the extent the GDPR applies, ICANN relies on the legal basis of Art. 6 (1) lit. f) GDPR,
which allows ICANN to Process Personal Information when it is necessary for ICANN’s or a
third party’s legitimate interest.

5. Sharing of Personal Information

Service Providers: ICANN will share the Personal Information described in Section 3 of this
Grant Program Privacy Policy with third party service providers that Process the Personal

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Sharing with the Public: In the event the Applicant is selected for a Grant, ICANN will publish
Applicant’'s name on ICANN’s website, and disclose or publicize in any other manner,
information sufficient to identify the Applicant and information regarding the project
contemplated within the Application.While this information is not typically considered Personal
Information, it may contain Personal Information.

Consultants and Advisors, Government Authorities and Agencies: ICANN will share the
Personal Information described in Section 3 of this Grant Program Privacy Policy with technical
and business consultants as well as financial and legal advisors, government authorities and
agencies for the following purposes:
e Comply with applicable laws, regulations, legal process or enforceable governmental
request;
e |f permitted or required by law or in response to a law enforcement or other legal
request;
e Protect our or a third party's legal rights, including the enforcement of any terms
governing the use of the Grant Program,;
Comply with any court order or legal proceeding;
Detect, prevent or otherwise address fraud or other criminal activity or errors, security or
technical issues; or
e Protect against imminent harm to our rights, property, or the safety of Users or the public
as required or permitted by law.

We will not sell or otherwise share any Personal Information with third parties for marketing
purposes.

6. International Transfers

When applying to the Grant Program and/or accessing and using the Grant Program Portal, the
Applicant User is directly transferring its own Personal Information to ICANN in the United
States. Such transfer of Personal Information that relates to the Applicant User himself/herself is
not considered an international transfer under Chapter V of the GDPR, as the Personal
Information is directly collected from the Applicant as the Data Subject under Art. 3 (2) GDPR.

When the Applicant submits Personal Information of third parties into the Grant Program Portal
(as contained in Applications or information related to Applications), this Personal Information is
transferred to ICANN in the United States and from the United States possibly also to other
countries outside of the European Economic Area (EEA) where ICANN staff and third party
service providers are located. A list of ICANN offices is available here and respective locations
of the third-parties are linked under Section 5 (Subsection: Service Providers) of this Policy.

Such transfers are safeguarded by suitable transfer mechanisms, including— with respect to
transfers to third party service providers — EU Standard Contractual Clauses (module 2:

Pursuant to the Terms of Use for ICANN Grant Program Platform made available by ICANN
from time to time, Applicants are also under the obligation to ensure that any transfer of
Personal Information subject to cross-border data transfer restrictions under applicable laws into
the Grant Program Portal operated by ICANN in the United States takes place in compliance
with applicable laws, including the implementation of necessary transfer safeguards under such
laws (e.g., EU Standard Contractual Clauses).

7. Security

ICANN will use reasonable industry standard safeguards (which may include physical,
procedural and technical measures) to protect against the unauthorized disclosure of Personal
Information it collects and holds. ICANN will take reasonable steps to ensure that Personal
Information collected is complete and relevant to its intended use.

ICANN cannot represent, warrant or guarantee that information Processed in the Grant Program
and/or the Grant program Portal will be free from unauthorized access by third parties, loss,
misuse, or alterations. While ICANN will take reasonable and appropriate security measures to
protect against unauthorized access, disclosure, alteration or destruction of Personal
Information received, WE DISCLAIM ANY AND ALL LIABILITY FOR UNAUTHORIZED
ACCESS OR USE OR COMPROMISE OF PERSONAL INFORMATION TO THE MAXIMUM
EXTENT PERMITTED BY APPLICABLE LAW. USERS ARE ADVISED THAT THEY SUBMIT
PERSONAL INFORMATION AT THEIR OWN RISK.

8. Retention

ICANN will retain Personal Information generally in accordance with our general archival
practices and as required or permitted by law.

ICANN will retain Personal Information generally only for as long as is required to fulfill the
purposes set out in Section 4 above. However, where ICANN is required by law to retain
Personal Information longer or Personal Information is required for us to assert or defend
against legal claims, we will retain the Personal Information until the end of the relevant
retention period or until the claims in question have been resolved. More details about the
retention periods applicable are available here: https://www.icann.org/grant-program-en/#key-
documents.

9. Exercise of Data Subject Rights

Individuals (Data Subjects) may be entitled to obtain access to information on the Processing of
Personal Information, to object to certain Processing, request information portability, and have
their Personal Information rectified, deleted, or otherwise restricted in terms of Processing, in
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each case as permitted under applicable data protection law. Users also may be entitled to
withdraw any consent given with prospective effect with respect to the Processing of their
Personal Information.

10. Required Personal Information

Applicants are required to provide the Personal Information described in Section 3 above (in
Subsection “Personal Information from Applicants”), including the information to fill out the
“Applicant User Account Setup Form” and the “Application Form”, as otherwise their Application
cannot be submitted through the Grant Program Portal.

11. Minors

Users of the Grant Program Portal must be of legal age (at least 18 years or otherwise
applicable minimum legal age). ICANN does not knowingly collect any Personal Information
from Users under the applicable minimum legal age.

12. Revisions

ICANN reserves the right to change this Grant Program Privacy Policy at any time. Any changes
we make will be posted on this page. The date this Grant Program Privacy Policy was last
revised is identified at the top of the page. Users are responsible for periodically monitoring and
reviewing any updates to this Grant Program Privacy Policy. Users’ continued use of the Grant
Program after such amendments will be deemed acknowledgement of these changes to this
Privacy Policy.

Exhibit 1: Data Subject Rights under the GDPR
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Individuals (Data Subjects) whose Personal Information is Processed in the context of the Grant
Program pursuant to the GDPR have the following Data Subject rights, as provided for under
the GDPR, subject to limitations under the GDPR and otherwise applicable law.

Personal Information is referred to as "Personal Data" in this Exhibit.

e As a Data Subject, you have the right to obtain confirmation as to whether Personal Data
relating to you are being Processed by us and, where that is the case, the right to
access to the Personal Data to you and a copy thereof (Art. 15 (1) and (3) GDPR).

e If we Process inaccurate Personal Data, you have the right to rectification (Art. 16
GDPR).

e In some cases described by law, you may request the erasure of Personal Data
concerning you or the restriction of Processing (Art. 17 and 18 GDPR).

e |If Processing is based on your consent within the meaning of Art. 6 (1) lit. a) GDPR
and/or Art. 9 (2) lit. a GDPR, you may withdraw your consent at any time (Art. 7 (3)
