LEGAL STANDARD

A federal district court may properly take notice of "matters of public record"
pursuant to Federal Rule of Evidence section 201, to the extent they are not subject
to reasonable dispute. Lee v. City of Los Angeles, 250 F.3d 668, 689-90 (9th Cir.
2001). Judicial notice of matters of public record will not convert "a Rule 12(b)(6)
motion to a summary judgment motion." Id. at 689; Mir v. Little Co. of Mary
Hospital, 844 F.2d 646, 649 (9th Cir. 1988) (same); Neilson, 290 F. Supp. 2d at
1112 n.37 (C.D. Cal. 2003) (same).
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
